T4T IS AN ACRONYM FOR TRAINING FOR TRAINERS. 
It is a process of Discipleship, Evangelism, Group/Church 
Formation, and Leadership Development that was developed 
by missionaries Ying & Grace Kai during their time in China. The 
results of implementing this process led to phenomenal growth 
of new disciples and church plants throughout the entire region 
and has sparked Church Planting Movements world-wide.

Unlike traditional discipleship programs, we believe that new 
Christians should be trained to “get on mission” immediately. 
We do NOT believe that new Christians must accumulate lots 
of knowledge before they can begin to reach out to their lost 
friends and family. We refer to this as OBEDIENCE-BASED 
discipleship in contrast to KNOWLEDGE-BASED discipleship.
